Cuts to support services (SRSS) for people  
seeking asylum 
As mentioned in last week’s bulletin, the Department 
of Home Affairs (DoHA) has drastically changed the 
SRSS program, making it extremely difficult for people 
seeking asylum to gain access to basic income support, 
specialist casework support and a pharmaceutical  
subsidy. This has already resulted in increases in  
homelessness, destitution and exploitation in our local 
communities. 
 

From the 9th of August 2018, hundreds of people 
seeking asylum, who currently receive support 
through SRSS, will be cut off from the program each 
month. By the end of this year, as many as 3,500  
people in NSW will have lost basic income support, 
with majority of those affected living in Southwest  
and Western Sydney.   
 

Jesuit Refugee Service (JRS), along with a group of  
organisations working with people seeking asylum in 
NSW, are hosting a forum to disseminate clear and 
accurate information to the NSW community about 
these changes, and to begin the discussion on how we 
can best prepare and work together to protect the  
dignity of people in our communities. 
 

The forum will be held on Thursday, 26th July 
2018, 6:00pm - 8:00pm at the Salvation Army 
Hall, Auburn (166 South Parade, Auburn). Light 
refreshments will be provided.
