Friday September 7 is National Threatened  
Species Day 
Unfortunately, Australia has one of the highest  
extinction rates in the world, especially of mammals. 
At least 30 mammal species have become extinct in 
the last 200 years. In addition, 39 mammals, 44 birds, 
13 reptiles, 18 frogs, and 19 fish are listed as either 
Critically Endangered or Endangered, to say nothing 
of invertebrate species or plants.  So this day is a good 
one to think about the crisis in Australian biodiversity 
and how we might help to preserve our unique  
animals and plants.
