Social Justice - St Columba’s 

World Day of Migrants and Refugees.  
And as we come to the end of this year's Refugee 
Week it is interesting to note that in 1914 Pope Pius X 
established January 14th as World Day of Migrants 
and Refugees. He did this af ter becoming  
concerned for the number of refugees following World 
War I.  
This year on the 14th January  Pope Francis lead a 
mass where he invited and welcomed migrants,  
refugees and asylum seekers. He acknowledged the 
fear of rising numbers of migrants and refugees and 
said that "having doubts and fears is not a sin".  "The 
sin is to allow these fears to determine  our responses, 
to limit our choices, to compromise respect and  
generosity, to feed hostility and rejection". Pope  
Francis urged us to "open [ourselves] without  
prejudice to their rich diversity [of migrants and  
refugees] to understand the hopes and potential of the 
newly arrived as well as their fears and  
vulnerabilities".
